Racial Profiling
Stops

• “The findings do not support the presence of racial g pp p
profiling by the SMPD officers against Hispanics and 
African American ethnic groups.   Results indicate 
that White residents were stopped by the SMPD 
officers significantly more than expected.  
Conversely, Hispanics were stopped significantly 
less than their share of presence in the community.  
There is no strong support for the presence of 
discrimination against African America residents. ”
