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Issue Exploration — Environmental Standards

Abby Gillfillan provided an overview of the proposed environmental standards including a
summary of the 2014 Land Development Code Revisions.

Issue Exploration - Intensity Zones

Abby Gillfillan provided a presentation on the proposed current and proposed code strategies for
environmental standards in Intensity Zones

John David Carson suggests that there be a plan including financing for the construction and
maintenance of regional facilities in Intensity Zones

Betsy Robertson commented that regional detention offers more efficient use of land.
Additionally, she stated that retrofitting regional detention pond would be easier than the current
requirement.

Think Tank discussed standardizing green Infrastructure and LID Practices and the benefits of
adopting technical manuals with current standards.

Issue Exploration Erosion Controls

Abby Gillfillan provided a presentation on the proposed current and proposed code strategies for
temporary erosion control standards during construction

Think Tank discussed SMTX Connect, a mobile app, as an effective way to report problems
pertaining to drainage issues.

Betsy Robertson stated that localizing enforcement and standards was a positive step

Think Tank discussed concern with the requirement of qualified personnel doe to the burden that
this might have on smaller projects
